When | look back, | see fifty years since my s'michah (ordination) in June of
1955. WWII was only ten years behind. The Holocaust set the stage for the birth of
the State of Israel, then just seven years old. | was ready for a pulpit, with my
sheepskin in hand, but | was obligated to serve in the U.S. Army as a chaplain
because | had been draft-deferred during the Korean War. Truth to tell, although |
was already afather my life experiences were very limited. What does any young
rabbi know about the intricacies of human life, the wonders of creation, and the
pitfalls of being in aposition of public scrutiny? And the first years of marriage are
sometimes a period of struggle and uncertainty. | recall being present at the birth of
three synagogues, preaching in French to war survivors, and delivering Christmas
baskets to the families of poor Gls.

But the yearsroall on like OI' Man River. In al the phases of life, Gott tzu danken,
we have survived. Israel has grown, | have lived through a half century of pulpit
life, and our family has yielded itsincrease. What | see, rather than a withering
away of Judaism and Y iddishkeit often predicted by the nay-sayers, is an impres-
sive proliferation of periodicals, books, films, courses, and professionals devoted
to Jewish life. There are vast opportunities for participation, learning, and recre-
aion in the Jewish cultural sphere. In arecent Pew poll, Americans named Judaism
the most admired religion. The river may be a shallow one but it is still a mighty
stream, with e-technology providing much of the energy behind the flow.

Looking ahead is harder, but the growth of Jewish life in Europe and Africaand
South America leads one to hope that despite vicious anti-Semitism our people will
continue to contribute far beyond our numbers to the welfare of humanity. If we
have any mission, it isthat.
